Instructions to ChatGPT to create a pronunciation exercise as an app in .html format

It works on Google Chrome but not other browsers

Do this:
1. Search for ChatGPT in Google Chrome. Click on ChatGPT.

2. Create an account (free) Uid email address and password required

3. Type in the ChatGPT question windown: Please make me a pronunciation exercise for learning English that uses synthesized speech and speech recognition.

4. Edit in Canvas if asked.

5. In answer to ChatGPT questions to me: Yes, please add a female voice, Levenshtein scoring, and support for different accents.

6. Yes, please add audio playback of the user's response.

7. Yes, please track performance over time. 

8. Yes, please export the history to a file.

9. Yes, please add support for importing and reviewing past sessions too. (This will append scores to the file of scores rather than overwriting them.)

Great! You now have a fully functional pronunciation practice tool with:

    Female voice output

    Speech recognition and similarity scoring

    Accent selection

    Audio playback of user responses

    Performance tracking

    Export and import of session history

If you decide to expand this further—such as adding custom phrase input or integrating a backend for user profiles—just let me know!

Not necessary, but I did it to be sure of having a copy.
I copied the software code into a text editor such as Open Office Writer. I saved it as .html. I exited ChatGPT.

In Canvas: See what the webpage will look like in the Normal or Preview tab. Save the file. It may try to save under an automatic filename like ‘Pronunciation Exercise.html’. Fine.

Right mouse click on the Pronunciation Exercise filename. Choose Open with Google Chrome Now the webpage runs as an application. Get the link and save it to a file or an email.

20250505 I changed the sentences in the source code in a .html editor to two backchaining sequences. They did not play out correctly.

Went back to ChatGPT and asked:

Please would you replace the spoken phrases in the exercise with these eight phrases and please put them always in this order: 'house' 'his house' 'has his house' 'he has his house' 'hold' 'on hold' 'he on hold' 'Is he on hold?'

Got the new code. Copied it to Word and saved it.

Clicked the preview button in ChatGPT. It worked, but varied the order of presentation, which I did not want.  I would have to go back to ChatGPT to ask for this change.
